Dear Friend

Having just completed another busy evening of pastoral duties | have, for the sake of
convenience, ordered a chili con carne pizza and kicked into the long grass any idea
of healthy eating! One member of our congregation has just lost two stones; if only
| could do the same!

The model Twiggy is 60. In her honour, and to coincide with London Fashion
Week, an exhibition of photographs of this iconic model has opened at the National
Portrait Gallery. Her career has been unusual in its longevity and she is still
modelling more than 40 years after she started. Following her example, the newest
fashion models have this week been all over the newspapers promoting and
developing a contemporary aesthetic that stays truthful to the recession-hit fashion
business at the same time as maintaining the luxury of the brands.

But things are changing. The Canadian designer Mark Fast drew praise and caused
controversy recently by using models who were size 12 and 14 to model his
knitwear in what he called a "celebration of all women". And perhaps we are
starting to see the beginnings of a real rejection of the so-called size zero - which has
always struck me as not only a negative but hostile way to describe a human body,
as if it is not really there. Religions, including Christianity, are often ambivalent
about if not actually antagonistic to "fashion™ and the business of designing, selling
and wearing styled clothes. The whole business relies on close attention to how we
look, which easily grows into a vanity that values our appearance above our
character.

The first symbolic clothes worn in the Christian story were the fig leaves of Adam
and Eve, after they had eaten the fruit of the tree of knowledge and become ashamed
that they were naked.

But in being wary of fashion and its pitfalls, sometimes the Church has not engaged
seriously with the thoroughly human desires and anxieties our fashion industry
reveals. What we wear is a key way in which we communicate about ourselves to
the world. What we wear puts on display our feelings about who we are and what
we want. What we wear affects how we move our bodies - try spending a day in
six-inch heels or an evening in a pencil skirt or a kilt or a tracksuit.

Fashion is also art and is an affirmation that human beings are not simply concerned
with the utilitarian and functional. And in this, Christians find meaning, beauty and
cause for celebration. What's more, all the fashion industry's attempts to address
ethical concerns over sweat shops, animal products, body image should be

supported.
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But at the same time, whether or not we know what not to wear, the distinctive
Christian insight into the human condition is that we are created, loved and accepted
by God, whatever our shape, however we dress, whoever we are.

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Introduction, Collect and Gospel Reading for

the Festival of Luke the Evangelist
(18 October)

Luke was a dear friend of the apostle Paul and is mentioned by him three times in his
Letters. Paul describes him as ‘'the beloved physician' and, in his second letter to
Timothy, as his only companion in prison. He is believed to be the author of two
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books of the New Testament, firstly the gospel which stands in his name and also the
Acts of the Apostles. Luke's narrative of the life of Christ has a pictorial quality and
shows the sequential pattern from the nativity through to the death and resurrection.
The developed sense of theology that comes over in Paul's writings is virtually in
those of Luke but, as a Gentile, Luke makes clear that the good news of salvation is
for all, regardless of gender, social position or nationality. Traditionally, Luke wrote
his gospel in Greece and died in Boeotia at the age of eighty-four.

you called Luke the physician,

whose praise is in the gospel,

to be an evangelist and physician of the soul:

by the grace of the Spirit

and through the wholesome medicine of the gospel,
give your Church the same love and power to heal;
through Jesus Christ your Son ioLord,

Whenever you enter a
town and its people welcome you, eat what is setdsefyou; cure the sick who are
there, and say to them, 'The kingdom of God has come near to you.'!

How the organ works

Since the organ is very much the centre of attention at the moment and many of its
mysterious-looking components are scattered around the church, I wondered how many
of you know how a pipe organ actually works? Of course, no two organs are the same
and, as with so much technology, there is variation in the way they operate. In this
article, therefore, | 61 | concentrate on the organ :

So, where to start? To begin with, we'll look at the console, which consists of two
keyboards (manuals) and the pedalboard (another keyboard that is played with the feet).

15
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There are also the stops i the knobs at either side of the manuals T which control the
sound the organ makes. There is a separate group of stops for each manual, and for the
pedals.

It is sometimes thought that the only pipes of the organ are the decorated ones at the
front of the casework. However, each stop has a pipe for every key in its division
(manual or pedalboard). Pulling out a stop knob "activates" the set of pipes assigned to
it, and different pipes have very different sounds, some of which imitate various
orchestral instruments. Sometimes a stop may have multiple pipes per note 1 this is so
that they harmonise (in theory!). Longer pipes make a deeper sound.

The bottom manual is called the Great, and the top one is called the Swell. The Great
organ is the one usually used for leading congregational singing i it features the loudest
and most prominent sounds. The pipes for the Swell organ are enclosed in a wooden
box with shutters. These shutters are opened and closed with the Swell pedal, which is
the sloping pedal above the pedalboard. Opening the shutters increases the volume,
hence swelling the sound. Generally, the Swell division is quieter than the Great when
equivalent stops are selected.

When keys are pressed on the organ, slender rods called trackers pull down the valves
that let air from the wind chest up the pipe, making it sound. When the pipes are a long
way from the keys this system often has to incorporate a network of complicated levers
and springs. Each note has a wind channel, and the different pipes for that note stand
on the appropriate wind channel. Each set of pipes has a "slider" which moves when
the stop is "on" to let the air in and make the pipe sound. The wind comes from the
electric blower.

Fascinating stuff! An investigation of our organ when it is put back together again will
make all this come clear. In the meantime, we are reliant on the hired electric machine.
While this is a good substitute for the time being, pipe organs will remain irreplaceable.

September 2009
The September meeting is always especially enjoyable. For one thing it is a time to
catch up with August's activities, and then to get on with the unfolding of what we have
all been reading. As always, the range of reading is interesting and a lot of book
exchange goes on.
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The first offering was The Secret Scripturdy Sebastian Barry. This had made a great
impression on the reader concerned, telling the complex and often bloody history of
Ireland through the lives of individuals, particularly the life of the central character, a
centenarian whose life has spanned the whole gamut. The Guernsey Literary and
Potato PeePie Societyby Mary Ann Shaffer and Annie Burrows tells the story of the
Nazi occupation of the Channel islands through a series of letters. This was warmly
recommended. Isabelle Allende is an author who has an impressive record and
Daughter of Fortuneupholds that record. Again it is an historically-based novel, told
through the lives of the characters.

Given that we are all book lovers, it is not surprising that Shadow of the Windby

Carlos Luis Zafon was enjoyed. It is imbued with the love of books and has the added

bonus of being set in Barcelona, a favourite city of the reader. Barbara Pym is a writer

who is forever being re-discovered. Her acute perception of the human condition,

particularly the workings of the Anglican church, are a continual delight. Civil to

Strangers is a collection of her short stories. Laura Moriarty's The Centre of
Everything is allied in theme to To Kill a Mockingbird. The reader described it as a

charming American novel, a rite of passage. Birdsong by Sebastian Faulks had given

its reader great pleasure. She had, as had we all when we read it some years ago, found

it extraordinarily evocative. Victoria Hislop's The Islandgot short shrift.

Fiction was abandoned by one member, who had read Richard Hoggart's The Way V¢
Live Now As a critique of life at the end of the twentieth century it had been
absorbing. The Shock Doctrineby Naomi Kline was another non-fiction, this one
taking the lid off the way that memory can be manipulated, on a national scale, so that
ideas can be implanted. Plenty of political examples of this around. Fascinating i but
hard work.

Salmon Fishing in the Yemerby Paul Torday began as a duty read and became
unputdownable. A wonderfully structured book whose characters became so real that
each change of fortune mattered. Thomas Pynchon's The Crying of Lot 49was an
absorbing read. Pynchon is a grand old man of American letters, and his use of
language is coruscating; words and phrases explode off the page. However, for the
non-American reader, many allusions and references are lost. Mr Timothy by Louis
Bayard picks up on the current vogue for inventing a life for characters from existing
books. This one presents Tiny Tim Cratchit from A Christmas Carolas a grown man.
Whether one approves of this fashion or not, Bayard has written a fascinating story,
encompassing the later history of the Cratchits and the effect that Uncle Ebenezer's
generosity had on them. He captures some of the Dickensian flavour, and deals, as
Dickens did, with a social evil of the time.

It was a splendid evening.

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Garden Hints for November
- or anything that you wik to find out-
did you know worms turn over on average 15 tonnes of soil per acre in a year?

The weather, good as it is, keeps going but we really need water desperately for the
garden. Tree Planting is becoming more important and if all countries were involved it
might help our environment. Tree planting is a bit of a sore point with me having seen
so many trees planted, abandoned and die over the years. For those old enough to
remember, "Plant a tree in 73", "Plant some more in 74" and then "Watch 'em die in
75" wasted millions of pounds - and then the environmental schemes of the '60s, '70s
and '800s foll owed al ong. |l hope |

There's nothing like trees for attracting vandals. They (vandals) seem to take great joy
in destroying a life which today has such an effect on our lives. Trees amongst others
provides that life giving gas, Oxygen, that we all take for granted and yet we spend so
little on trees; or when it comes to tree planting. We skimp the essentials that give trees
support in the years that they try to establish themselves. Trees are planted then left to
get on with it: poor policy that! The folk give themselves a pat on the back for their
community good deed which then turns into a disaster! Trees need feeding, pruning
and checking to ensure support. Ties should not become loose, causing chafing, or too
tight, restricting water and food supplies.

You would have thought that the lesson had been learned, but no! We continue to plant
small standard tree in public places which are no competition for the elements
including the vandals. Trees should be of a heavy standard size (10 tol12 feet), difficult
to pull down or for the wind to snap off. Support is better with two not one stakes.
Yes, if you have a protected area, say your garden, private grounds or motorway
planting then the light standard tree or whips with the short diagonal stake are best. In
a public place you are asking for trouble to plant a small tree with the same size stake;
an inevitable waste of money and effort! Better to plant one tree at 50 quid which
survives than to dig in half a dozen cheapies! Astute local authorities follow the big
tree policy and so should community organisations which maintain the public realm of
our parks and open spaces. Nurseries now cater for this type of demand. In fact when
the shout went out for the Olympic site down in London the UK nurseries were unable
to supply the larger trees and so they went abroad. What a wake-up call!

As trees lose their leaves we hit the bare root planting season. If you can get a tree in a
container you can plant any time as long as you ensure the plant is kept watered and fed
after planting. Prepare the planting hole with ample, well rotted organic matter. Mix in
plenty of bagged compost to give the tree a good start. This tree is going to be here for
a long time.

Put in the tree stake first on the windward side of the trunk, so that the tree is not blown
against the stake and chaffing occurs. Water the planting hole. If containerised, loosen
some of the roots without breaking them and spread them out. Ensure the tree is
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planted at the same depth as it was in the nursery row or pot. Backfill with good soil
and firm with the sole of the boot.

Staking keeps the root ball steady in the ground whilst its roots become established and
it anchors itself. A continually moving root ball soon dries out. Use a hardwood stake
like oak or robinia. Softwood lasts no time at all. Small canes should only be used to
fasten tree guards or give trees location in long grass. Saying that, with newly planted
trees, the area around the base should be grass and weed free.

Stakes the length of the trunk were often used but it is more valuable to drive in a stake
about one third of the trunk, at an angle. This keeps the root ball steady, allows the
trunk to develop strength and encourages root development. One tie is sufficient with a
spacer. Check the tie regularly. Make sure it is not broken. Allow for loosening if it
becomes too tight or the stake is broken. An excess staking period produces a weak
tree trunk!
